Description:  Progress in global change studies in the upper atmosphere enabled to construct the first internally consistent global scenario of long-term change/trends in the upper atmosphere-ionosphere system, even though only qualitative, with gaps, uncertainties and missing information. The primary goal of this symposium is to discuss the most updated experimental and model results on long-term changes and trends in the stratosphere, mesosphere, thermosphere and ionosphere in order to further complete the pattern of long-term change/trends in higher levels of the atmosphere. The symposium will emphasize the trend signals under global change and future predictions. To specify in more detail the relative importance of long-term natural and anthropogenic influences (greenhouse gas induces) on the observed trends is one of objectives of the symposium. Both observational and modeling/simulation papers are welcome
